MLA Works Cited Page Examples: All entries should be listed in alphabetical order, on 

a separate sheet of paper, at the end of the document or presentation.  

Parenthetical Citation: The citation appears at the end of the sentence in which the 

information or quotation has been used (Mont 1).  You MUST use internal citation to 

give credit to any ideas that are not your own!

Author's last name, first name. Title of Book. City: Publisher, Year published.

Encyclopedia Article 

Author's last name, first name. "Title of Article." Title of Encyclopedia Edition. Year 

published.

2001. 

Parenthetical Citation: (Michin 5). 

Magazine Article 

Author's last name, first name. "Title of Article." Title of Periodical date published: page 

numbers.  

 

Creswell, Julie. "See this Goop? It Kills Anthrax." Fortune 12 Nov. 2001: 147-148. 

Parenthetical Citation:  (Creswell 5-7). 

Journal Article 

Author's last name, first name. "Title of Article." Title of Journal volume number (year 

published): page numbers.  

 

Pimentel, David, Lori Lach, and Robert Zuniga. "Environmental and Economic Costs of 

Nonindigenous Species in the United States." BioScience 50 (2000): 53-65.  

 

Parenthetical Citation: (Pimentel, Lach, and Zunige 34-56). 

Newspaper Article 

Author's last name, first name. "Title of Article." Newspaper title date: page numbers.

Chronicle 18 Dec. 2001: A1+.
