Child Sexual Abuse Prevention 
Presentation Date: April 6, 2022 
 
Under Missouri law this education will include the following components: 

●​ Instruction providing students with the knowledge and tools to recognize sexual abuse 
●​ Instruction providing students with the knowledge and tools to report an incident of 

sexual abuse 
●​ Actions that a student who is a victim of sexual abuse could take to obtain assistance 

and intervention,  
●​ Available resources for students affected by sexual abuse. 

 
Mental Health Awareness 
Presentation Date: April 13, 2022 
 
Under Missouri law this education will include the following components: 

●​ Discussion of topics will include definition and symptoms depression, suicide risk and 
self- harm  

●​ Identify the benefits of healthy coping strategies and treatment of depression  
●​ Recognize the warning signs for suicide  
●​ Identify resources for help at school and in the community
