Comparaciones (5) 

●​  más + adjective/adverb  + que 
●​  REMEMBER: adverbs often end in -mente (rápidamente) 
●​ adverbs take the feminine form of an adjective and add mente 
●​ EX:  despaciamente; rápidamente; lentamente; 
●​  don’t forget the “irregular” forms: peor, mejor, mayor, menor 
●​  tan + adjective/adverb + como 
●​  don’t confuse the two structures above; if you see como, it  
●​  has to be tan and que will be más/menos 

 
Pronouns: (5) 

●​    you need to be able to answer questions using pronouns 
●​    watch for agreement 
●​    recoger= to pick up/collect 
●​    I would also remember the questions that you ask for DO & IO 
●​   find your pronouns chart that I had you do now! 
●​   also these will be in the past 
●​  where do the pronouns go? When can you attach? What is the 

order of pronouns? 
●​ EX:  ¿Te cepillaste el pelo antes de dormir? 
●​    a. Sí, te lo cepillé.​ ​ ​ b. Sí, te cepillelo.​   

    c. Sí, cepíllemelo.   ​​ ​ d. Sí, me lo cepillé.

●​ nadie, ninguno, ninguna, nunca 
●​ Do you remember your question words?

●​  Remember to go to the infinitive first; know 3 irregulars 
●​ WATCH the diff between VER & IR 
●​ What is the form of haber for the imperfect? 

 
Preterite vs Imperfect: (11) 

●​  remember description is imperfect 
●​ watch for words/expressions that indicate each tense 
●​ If you tell how old someone was, in general, what use?  
●​ What does “una vez” mean? 
●​ What does “de repente” mean? 
●​ Do you remember your weather expressions? 
●​ Which would you use if you are talking about “there was” in general?

●​ How do you conjugate haber? (NOT hay, hubo, había) 
●​ study irregular past participles 
●​ don’t forget that these are verbs and NOT adjectives 
●​ EX: Los gatos gordos -- las sillas bonitas. 

​ a. he rompido​ b. han rompido​ c. han rotas​ d. han roto 
 
 
Pero, sino, sino que: (5) 

●​   only 1 sino que 
●​   what is the difference between sino & sino que
