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Abstract

In general, talking about religious and sectarian conflict and strife in the Abbasid period is a complex, eventful, and even
tragic subject, especially in the Buwayyid period (334-447 AH / 945-1055 AD), that practiced their political power as an
opposed force to the Abbasid Caliphate. In contrast, with the weakening of the Buyids and the appearance of the Seljuks
(447-595 AH/1055-1198 AD), who were followers of the Sunni sect and dominant and strong, became defenders of the
Sunnis against the Shia sect. Both groups during their power, by using different approaches, worked on spreading them
believes. One of the most prominent and influential areas was the field of education and the religiosity of the education
system, which of course their political and religious thoughts were largely behind their attention to this area, which the title
of this study has been dedicated to. The study aims to show the influence and reflection of the Buyids and Seljuks’ political
and religious thoughts on education program and curricula. The study also wants to illustrate the level of resistance to the
plans and activities that the Buyids had previously worked on. In order not to lengthen the article, the examples were
generally taken from the mountainous region in the 11th century AD, where the first half, the Buyid ruled the place and the
second half of the century was ruled by the Seljuks. In two main axes, the study used historical description, analysis, and
comparison to present the subject. One axis is about the curricula and the other is about political and religious goals.
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Introduction

Borrowing is a complex process and it can(Mamand et al., 2022, 23) happen in various forms or types
depending on the nature of change and adaptation of the lexical items. Crystal (1985:36) defines
borrowing as “linguistic forms being taken over by one language or dialect from another”.

The primary aim of this study is to investigate the morpho-phonological adaptation patterns and
strategies of English loanwords into Central Kurdish within political discourse, in an attempt to provide
an analysis of the way English influences the Kurdish language.
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
