C.​ Senior Experience (1) 
Students will choose among options including seminars (PSY 
419 or PSY 470), research (PSY 492 or PSY 493), field 
study (PSY 487), and thesis (PSY 494).  Regardless of 
format, the senior experience will be primarily student-led, 
with the faculty member serving as a facilitator. Students will 
write a 20–25-page paper with multiple drafts receiving 
feedback.   
 
E.  Psychology Elective Requirement (1) 
Students may take any course at the 200-level or above.  We 
urge students to take a 300-level or above course for their 
Psychology Elective Requirement. A 300-level ELOPsy 
course (390, 393, 394, 397, 399) may count for one 
specialized course as well. 
 
F.  Mandatory Advising Sequence 
Students are required to complete a non-credit advising 
sequence. Required courses depend on students’ entry term.
