When talking about time after the hour, we use -y
- 110, Es launay diez.
- 3:15, Son las tres y cuarto. OR Son las tres y quince.
- 6:25, La clase empieza a las seis y veintecinco.
- 10:30, Generalmente, me acuesto a las diez y media.

When talking about time before the hour, there are several expressions used- here’s 9:40
- Son las diez menos veinte.
- Son las nueve y cuarenta.
- Faltan veinte para las diez.

Direct Object Pronouns:
A direct object tells what or who receives the action of the verb.
Devolvi el libro. | returned the book. (The book is the object being returned, making it the direct object)

Direct objects are often replaced with a pronoun to avoid ___repetition . In English, we use the pronouns
_it _, them___and him or her_.

The direct object pronoun comes right _before a conjugated verb.
ex. (el jabon)- El hombre _lo_ comié. The man ate it.

The direct object pronoun comes right _after__ an infinitive verb.
ex. (el jabon)- El hombre quiere comerlo_. The man wants to eat it.

**** There is no space after the infinitive verb- comerlo becomes one word.

The Preterite Tense of the verbs ir and ser, p. 140:

Ir- to go and ser- to be
fui fuimos
fuiste fuisteis
fue fueron

Freeksse**There are no accents on irregular verbs in the preterite tense!






The Irregular Verbs Hacer, Tener, Estar and Poder, p. 142-

hacer- to make, to do (in the preterite- made, did)
hice hicimos
hiciste hicisteis
hizo hicieron

tener- to have (in the preterite- had)
tuve tuvimos
tuviste tuvisteis
tuvo tuvieron

estar- to be (in the preterite- was)
estuve estuvimos
estuviste estuvisteis
estuvo estuvieron
poder- _ to be able to (in the preterite- could)
pude pudimos
pudiste pudisteis
pudo pudieron
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remember: Irregular verbs in the preterite do not have any written accents!
