- Malpractice: A person who fails in their professional duty to exercise an ordinary
degree of professional skill or learning by one rendering professional services with

results in injury, loss or damage.

of St. Amyas not having any proper rights or duties besides a policy, I have seen it fit
with advice from the current late Surgeon General and the late Lord Justiciar to write
up a new code to be entered into the Haurul Caezk.
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
