In the event that a parent needs to bring lunch 

to a student, they must be listed in Skyward as a contact or on the 

emergency/pickup list of the student. 

 

●​ Office staff will not accept outside food deliveries unless a person on the 

student’s pickup list delivers it in person. 

 

●​ Any lunch kits dropped off must be labeled with the student’s full name and 

homeroom teacher and brought to the front office.  Please make every 

attempt to be on time to deliver food to your child. 

 

●​ If the student’s lunch is not present when their lunch time starts, they will be 

sent to the lunch line to ensure they have enough time to eat.
