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When YHWH Aleph Tav appears to Job, He does so in the context of the Mazzaroth, speaking parabolically of
His Second Coming through heavenly constellations.

Mazzaroth in Hebrew is plural of n11n mazara h4216 denoting the 12 constellations signs and their 36
associated constellations. — Mazzoroth may have its root in N1 zara h2219 with “mem” prefix to zara —
scatter, disperse, fan, spread. Mazzaroth in Hebrew is only used in Job 38 but compare to a similar word n'71n
mazala h4208- Mazzaroth the 12 astronomical signs and their Planets a constellation, i.e. astronomical sign
(perhaps as affecting the weather): — could mean planet. The Septuagint takes the view that Mazzaroth and

Mazalloth and the same word G3099.2 in 2 Kings 23:5 Maloupw8 - Mazuroth, and Job 38:32 Maloupw® -
Mazuroth

We seek to draw a distinction of astrology and the zodiac with the Mazzaroth as the former associates
individual's birthdays with the zodiac sign and the latter with important markers of Christ’s coming. For
example, the “sign of the Woman Clothed with the Sun” has become well known as a fulfillment of Rev 12
being the sign of Virgo with planetary alignments in Sept 2017. Other significant signs in the heavens would be
Solar and Lunar Eclipses, “sun sackcloth and moon blood.” Instead of astrology, we’ll say astronomy.
