Cycle 1 
Well, I was kind of planning on killing Amanuensis first cycle if I was a mutineer, but that plan is 
out the window now. 
Well, I suppose if you had a knife… XD 
I mean, if one of us has a knife, we could have them claim to somebody that they’re going to 
stab one of us, and then do it, so that they become completely trusted. 
But that might seem slightly suspicious, getting a Mutineer killed first cycle with absolutely no 
hints. 
Oh, I wouldn’t do it first cycle, I’d wait until Monday. Amanuensis said he’d be getting super busy 
then, so we stab him then, when he’s no longer as useful. 
Ah, so it would be a favor, then. 
More of a mutually beneficial murder than a favor 
Note* I’m not going to advocate this plan at all. 
Of course. :) 
What are the cost benefits of using a single use kill item to kill a fellow eliminator? Complete 
trust, vs the death of a teammate and the possible death of another enemy. Hm. Depends on 
when, and who. . . 
 
At some point, I will be sending out PM’s to you all, because I’m going to make a PM with every 
player, and I want it to be easier for us to lie about what’s going on in our PM’s. Specifically, by 
being Honest. 
The best sort of lie. 
Okay, Not sure where to go from here. PM’s sent out, Now I need to post a plan to catch the 
Eliminators, but how? 
 
Note to self, Don’t even start working on the writeups until after the turn starts. Don’t indicate 
you have prior knowledge of who the eliminators are going to kill. 
Does that mean write-ups should be slightly delayed? 
Not at all. You’ll just have to post something along the lines of: 
Turn 2: 



<Writeup to be edited in> 
So and so died, so and so was lynched. 
That’s what I meant. 
Ah, then yes. 
Winter or Cloudjumper should probably make most of the kills once there are shades around, 
since The more experienced players will be more suspected, probably. Oh hey, does anyone 
have an item? 
 
Alright, the PM’s have finally settled down, time to start thinking. 
Item distribution: They’re all one use, so I’m inclined to think there are a lot of each item. Items 
held by dying players will be randomly distributed, so there’s not really a point in focusing on 
killing players with items, since they don’t disappear, or get given to us. I didn’t start with an 
item, I’m hoping at least one of us started with Silver, or toxicant’s. 
 
17 players: 13 - 4 (Secret Neutral roles?) A bit under 25%. Maybe 4 knives in the game? I doubt 
there’s more than 1 or 2 Silvers, maybe up to 7 Intoxicants, depending on the amount of knives. 
Did any player start with multiple items? Maybe? Who knows. 
 
Amanuensis is a huge troll when revealed as an eliminator, and so am I. I’m excited to work with 
him. I think Cloud will have the easiest job of staying under wraps. 
 
So who do we kill? I’d vote Mailliw, since he’s obnoxiously good at detecting my alignment, but 
once we do, I’m a suspect, but maybe so is DC? Or maybe we kill DC to cast suspicion On 
Mailliw? 
 
Or should we confuse people by killing one of the less talkative players? Try and cast suspicion 
on Young Bard, who’s also making PM’s with everyone? If we kill someone who hasn’t said 
much, and they have an item, people will assume that he was killed because of his item, and 
that he had told someone he had the item. 
Relevant rule clarification: The items of the deceased will not be made public. Of course, the 
recipient of any items would be allowed to say they have so-and-so’s knife, but no one will know 
if so-and-so actually had a knife when killed. 
Hmmm. . .  Is that good or bad for us? It will be hardy to make people suspicious, but, uh, 
there’s n but. Dang it, that’s slightly annoying for us. Ah well. We can still suggest that maybe 
they had an item. 
 
Master Elodin​
Phattemer - usually quiet, but I killed him just the other game, I’d rather not kill him again so 
soon. Unless it’s strategic.​
Mailliw73 -  likely to suspect me, but if we kill him, everyone suspects me(?)​
Conquestor​
The Mighty Lopen​
Elbereth​



Sart - Apparently more experienced than I thought.​
Mckeedee​
The Young Bard - A lot smarter than his experience suggests. I’d support his death.​
Zas ​
Deathclutch - his death casts suspicion on Mailliw maybe.​
Bugsy​
The Silver Dragon -  Generally quieter than most.​
 
I vote we Kill DC. 
 
 
Ayyy, Cloudjumper’s here. How’s it going Jumper? 
Hello. Anyone have any items? I have an intoxicant. 
Sweet. We’ll want to save that. We could use it to either save one of us, or maybe frame 
somebody else. 
Okay. 
 
Mckeedee claims that he contacted DC, and claims that DC claims to have an item. OUTRIGHT 
LIE on Mckeedee’s side. 
Maiiliw claims no items. 
Elbereth almost certainly has an item. 
Young Bard might have a knife? 
Maybe Busgy has 2 items? 
 
 
Where is everyone? 
Hello!  Mckdee and Joe Pm’d me. Sorry I’m late. Got a little occupied… :( orlando. Wait. Why 
did Joe PM me? You’re also an eliminator? What the heck>? Going to go PM some people. 
AKA. Everyone. All PMS. ALL PMS.  
I pm’d everyone, so that we could honestly discuss the pm’s we had. I'm not planning on lying 
this game, so I made pms with you three as well as the villagers. 
What do you mran? How are you not supposed to lie? That makes sense, though. WOW, 
JOSEPH is Joe’s name.  
Um, yes, yes it is. Did you think it wasn’t? 
Yes.  
What did you think it was? 
Lord Joerdaneous Ochona Teina of the Only Realm. Anyway, should I pass the silver dust or 
not? You guys planning on? I wil.. Fjn  
I’m not passing. Do you have to do an action with your item? 
Not sure. Pass it to one of us, that way we keep the item but have no suspicion. Maybe I 
should’ve passed to Joe. shrug. Lopen’s giving me his, so we’re trusting now.  
Okay, but why let people know at all? And why would someone suspect someone they don’t 
know has an item? 



Lopen just suggested that you pass your item to me winter. 
Oh. I’ll switch.  
With Conquestor getting lynched, it might be smart for us to kill either Phattemer or mailliw, to 
get us closer on the player list, that way we can say we passed items, and still make the kills. If 
we don’t go with that plan, we can reveal that plan to the thread, and imply that people on either 
side of the murdered player are eliminators. 
 
Who are we killing? I’m voting for either DC, Mailliw, Phattemer or Bugsy. 
​
Makes sense. I vote for Phatt.  
 
Actions: 
Winter: Pass Silver to joe 
Jumper: Keep intoxicant? Kill Phatt? 
Amanuensis: Get online please? 
Joe: Kill Phatt? 
 
 
Oh Crap! I just checked the forums! I’m going to end up lynching Amanuensis unless I can 
come up with a non suspicious way to unvote for him. Crapcrapcrapcrap. 
 
Damnation. Right. Hopefully I’ll at least be trusted because of this. Blamnation last minute 
voters. 

 
Cycle 2 
Right then, time to capitalize on the situation. 
 
I received the Silver Powder from Winter, and an Intoxicant from Amaunensis. 
Winter, did you mention you had silver to anyone? If you didn’t DON”T. I’d rather keep the silver 
than the intoxicant. Or maybe not? Hmm. . . I need to think about this. 
 
 
On the plus side, Phatt usually isn’t very active in dead docs. He might not make a Shade kill. 
 
Well, I guess we’re killing Sart today. I think. He’ll get the knife, and then die and it will go 
somewhere random. 1 in 4 chance we get it. Plus as Elbereth said, he’s confirmed. 
Sart would die before he gets the knife, so it would stay with whoever was giving it. 
Sounds good. I recieved an Intoxicant from Lopen. Who should I send this time?  
We all have an intoxicant. It would be nice if we could keep them. Conq is giving me a Knife, 
and I’m giving him a silver powder. No one gave Cloud anything, right? But the public knows 
that Winter and I have items and we need to pass them. So Cloud, can you do the kill? Or, I 
have two items, so Winter, you can claim to be giving me an item, keep the item, and make the 
kill while still being cleared. 



 
OK, the plan, as I see it, is this: 
Joe and Conq trade Silver Powder for a Knife to confirm each other. 
Winter Claims she’s sending Joe her item. (She does not do this. She instead kills Sart) 
Jumper doesn’t publicly have an item yet, and says as much. This will unfortunately put 
suspicion on him. But I think I can announce that I’m giving him an intoxicant that I got from 
Aman’s corpse. (IF Ripple confirms that I can pass two items at once.) Then tomorrow, we can 
repeat the exercise, and all three of us will pass an item (Except again, Winter won’t, and will 
make the kill) that way, the three of us together can’t be eliminators.) 
Wait, then who do I put the elim kill on??? 
SIN. THE NEW WEBSITE IS SO COOL IT IS A SIN. Weird. ​

Cycle 3 
SO, I think the plan is for Either Winter or Cloud to kill the person I’m passing an item to, so that 
I can use my knife to kill a player, than pass an item tomorrow to prove that I didn’t use a knife, 
(Since I have two items) Conquestor needs to be one of the people who dies though. 
Why Conq? 
Conq is the only one who knows I have a knife. If he dies, I can claim that he gave me the 
intoxicant that I got from Amanuensis’s corpse, and use the knife in secret.

Okay, So Jumper, Please Kill Conquestor. I will stab DC. This will leave Lopen with a knife that 
he was meant to stab DC with. If he’s smart, he’ll pass the Knife to prove he didn’t stab DC I will 
unfortunately be under suspicion, but hopefully, I can simply join the item passing circle, and 
pass along my Intoxicant. 
 
Winter, just pass your item to Bard like you’re supposed to. That should put us in the clear.

Jumper, are you male or female? I think I’ve been using both pronouns.

So, are you going to kill Conq? 
 
OK, i probably won’t be online until an hour before rollover, so please, Jumper, kill Conq, Winter, 
please pass your item to either Joe or bard, whichever the thread tells you. Just obey the circle 
plan as seen in the thread. 



I will kill Conq. 
 

Cycle 4 
Shardamnit. 
 
I got Jumper’s intoxicant. 
 
I have no idea of what to do at this point. If you’re passing to me, we can fake a pass since I 
have two items, and you can make a kill, probably on Elbereth. 
 
You’re passing to Mailliw. Crud. Well, Mailliw and Elodin are both slightly inactive, so there’s a 
slight chance that we can get away with a kill. 
 
Tell you what. I’m putting in a kill on Elbereth. You pass an Item to Mailliw like you’re supposed 
to. Then I’ll go into offline mode so that it looks like I can’t have read anything. If Elodin is going 
to get lynched, I’ll stay offline until after rollover. If he’s not getting lynched, I’ll change the order I 
guess? Ugh. I need people to talk to. There hasn’t even been two pages per Cycle. 
 
Someone show up. . . 
 
Anyone? 
 
I’m so alone. 
 
Nobody loves me/ 
I sit alone/ 
Need Sympathy/ 
 
Oh why did I ever betray Jack in the first place? 
 
He really was the best of us. 
 
Winter?

I can’t do this by myself, this item plan is going to trap me. 
 
If you get online, please kill Lopen or Mailliw. 
If you kill Mailliw, we’re good to go, you can keep killing while pretending to pass me items. I;ve 
got three of them right now. 



But right now Lopen is the village Leader. He’s dangerous and needs to die. 
 
Winter? 
 
Winter, if you don’t get online this cycle, I’m going to assume you’re not coming back, And I’m 
going to use you like Tien. I need either a teammate, or proof of my villageness, and I can use 
you for either. I will lynch you. Or maybe knife you if I get on. 
 
Ah, but I can’t kill you. I need you alive or else I can’t outnumber the village. 
 
 

 
Cycle 5 
Well, The Shades know I made a kill, and they’ll likely put together that since Mailiw stabbed 
Mckeedee, than I’m the one who killed Lopen. Sorry Lopen. 
This of course means I cannot make the kill. I have to pass an item or use an intoxicant to win. 
Luckily, I have two of them. 
 
Winter, it is 2 to 4 right now. Please, just get on, if you can make the eliminator kill this turn, we 
win! We literally win!  
 
Please, please! 
 
Why do I even bother WInter? You’re gone, and you’re not coming back. You left me to fight 
alone. But, i have a plan. If i can convince them you’re not an eliminator, I can kill one of them 
tonight. The Shades will kill me, but there will be two active villagers, and you. If I’m skilled 
enough, they’ll try to lynch each other. Who ever uses an intoxicant will lynch the other, and 
you’ll win despite being inactive. I’ll win too. Amaunensis and Jumper will win. We’ll all win
