Have got -

El verb “have got” és un verb basic, motiu pel qual és un dels primers en aprendre. Saber-lo
implica que, més endavant, no es tindra problemes per fer qualsevol dels temps verbals
perfectes, ja que tots ells es formen amb “have”: el present perfecte, el passat perfecte, el
present perfecte continu, el passat percte continu, el futur perfecte, el condicional perfecte... aixi
com d’ altres construccions: infinitius o gerundis perfectes o la construcci6 “have something
done”.

Es per tant un d’ aquells verbs que, si no s’ aprén bé, s’ anira convertint en una mena de
coixera permanent.

Formes contractes:

N’ hi ha de dos tipus. El primer tipus redueix la forma have que queda com ‘ve, i la forma has
que queda com ‘s:

| have got a dog = I've got a dog
She has got a car = She’s got a car

They have got a lot of time = They’ve got a lot of time

El segon tipus redueix el verb i la negacié a una sola paraula. Aixi doncs, have not got queda




com haven’t got i has not got queda com hasn’t got. El que passa €s que, en el cas d’ aquest
verb, la forma contracta és tan freqlient que es podria dir que la forma plena, “have not got”,
practicament no es fa servir mai.

Diferéncies entre ‘have got’ i ‘have’

Els dos verbs signifiquen “tenir” i sn, en principi, intercanviables. Les diferéncies perd venen
per la part gramatical:

e El verb “have got” sempre acaba en “got”’, mentre que “have” mai, dbviament.

e El verb “have got” es considera verb primitiu (consultar glossari) i per tant, si es vol fer
servir, s’ ha de seguir estrictament el que apareix a la taula anterior d’ aquest mateix
document.

e El verb “have” és un verb normal, cosa que fa que se segueixin, per exemple, les
normes generals del present habitual a I' hora de fer negacions i preguntes. Compareu:

HAVE GOT HAVE

| haven'’t got | don’t have

He hasn’t got He doesn’t have

Have you got...? Yes, | have Do you have...? Yes, | do

Has she got...? No, she hasn’t Does she have...? No, she doesn’t.

Passat

No és frequent fer servir ‘have got’ per referir-se a les coses que teniem abans. En aquest cas
es prefereix el passat del verb “have”, sense “got”. El verb ‘have’ és irregular en el passat. La
forma corresponent és “had”:

I have got a new mobile phone I had a new mobile phone
She has got a very good idea She had a very good idea
They have got two computers They had two computers

Altres usos

El verb “have”, perd no “have got”, es fa servir per expressar alguns tipus d’ obligacions i com a
equivalent del verb “caldre”:
