Date
accessed.

Digital Images

Title or description of image. Digital image. URL. Date accessed.

Author(s). "Title of Article." Title of Periodical Day Month Year: pages. Medium of publication.
Example:

Munster, Ed. “Read a Book.” Dogs Read 10 September 2002: 4-6. Print.
Movies/DVDs

Film Title. Dir. Director’s Name. Distributor, Year. DVD.

Example:

Best 6th Grade Ever. Dir. Kim Mathison. Conway Films, 2014. DVD.
Note: The Dir. is the abbreviation for director.

Multiple authors--List the first author only.

Last name, first name, et al. Title. Publisher, Copyright year.

Example:
Murphy, Meg, et al. Libraries Rock. Cool Books, 2013.

Painting, Sculpture, or Photograph

Artists name, title of the artwork, date of composition, Institution that houses the artwork (e.g. museum,
periodical, website).

Example:
Goya, Francesco. The Family of Charles IV. 1800, Museo del Prado, Madrid.



Websites

“Title of Article.” Name of Website. URL. Date accessed.

Example:

"Egyptian Pyramids." History. www.history.com/topics/the-egyptian-pyramids. Accessed 13 Dec. 2013.
YouTube

Author. “Title of Video.” YouTube, uploaded by, date uploaded, URL.*

*If the author’'s name is the same as the uploader, only cite the author once after the title.
