●​ Show respect toward officials, coaches, student-athletes, and opposing fans 
●​ Refrain from negative comments, inappropriate language, or unsportsmanlike 

behavior 
●​ Allow coaches to coach, officials to officiate, and student-athletes to compete 
●​ Remember that the purpose of attending events is to support and enjoy watching 

students participate—not to distract from or take away from the game itself 

Unsportsmanlike behavior from the stands can negatively impact the experience for our 
student-athletes, officials, and other spectators. Our goal is to create an environment that is 
safe, positive, and enjoyable for everyone involved. 

We appreciate your partnership in helping uphold these expectations and in modeling positive 
behavior for our students.
