Accident in Bangalore 

 

In a tragic incident, a man from Anugul district in Odisha, who had been working as a delivery boy for 

Swiggy in Bangalore, suffered severe injuries when a tree fell on the road and struck his left shoulder 

and chest. He was immediately rushed to the nearest hospital, Sreenivasa Hospital in Majestic, 

Bangalore, where doctors provided urgent treatment. Despite the efforts to save him, his injuries 

were serious. 

 

Upon hearing of the accident, Utkal Welfare Trust immediately mobilized to support the injured man 

and his family. We learned that his family, who resides in Odisha, was unable to afford the high 

medical expenses due to their financial difficulties. Deeply moved by the situation, we knew we had 

to act quickly. 

 

Our team visited the hospital to offer our assistance. We provided immediate financial support to 

cover the medical treatment costs. In addition, we reassured the family that Utkal Welfare Trust 

would continue to stand by them, offering any further help they needed during this difficult time.  

 

We also coordinated with hospital staff to ensure that the man received the best possible care. Our 

support didn’t stop at just financial assistance — we stayed in constant communication with the 

family, offering both practical and emotional support to help them navigate this challenging 

situation. 

 

This act of compassion was a testament to the strength and unity of our community. Though the man 

hailed from Odisha, working in Bangalore to support his family, Utkal Welfare Trust’s response 

demonstrated that no one is alone in their time of need.
