The Revelation of Jesus Christ
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Daniel (Ch 9) is told that a week (shabbat), or 7-year period, would end our current age
(Age of the Gentiles). In Revelation Ch 10 there were 30 days unaccounted for. Because
the Earth has been supernaturally damaged as a result of the tribulation judgments, it
will need to be supernaturally renovated. Think of it as the greatest “fixer-upper” project
ever. The temple must also be cleansed. “| am creating new heavens and a new earth,
and no one will even think about the old ones anymore.” (Is 65:17) Hebrew implies a
re-creation, but our English translation makes it look like a new one. It will actually be a
re-creation and cleansing during this 30-day period. This is not the same event as in
Revelation 21 when the current is destroyed by fire and an entirely new and different

world is created.
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Ch 20

1 Then | saw an angel coming down from
heaven, having the key to the bottomless pit
and a great chain in his hand. 2 He laid hold of
the dragon, that serpent of old, who is the
Devil and Satan, and bound him for a
thousand years; 3 and he cast him into the
bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a
seal on him, so that he should deceive the
nations no more till the thousand years were
finished. But after these things he must be

released for a little while.

e There is a 75-day period between the
end of the Tribulation and the
beginning of the Millennial Kingdom,
as referenced in Daniel 12:11-12.

e The first 30 days are for the
supernatural clean-up and renewal of
the earth, as described in Isaiah
65:25, and the removal of the dead.

e The next 45 days are for judgment
and blessing, including the binding of
Satan.

e The "sheep and goats" judgment of
Matthew 25:31-46 could be Jesus's
judgment of the Gentiles who

survived the Tribulation, with the
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"sheep"” being those who
demonstrated their faith by showing

mercy to unbelieving Jews.

4 And | saw thrones, and they sat on them,
and judgment was committed to them. Then |
saw the souls of those who had been
beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for
the word of God, who had not worshiped the
beast or his image, and had not received his

mark on their foreheads or on their hands.
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And they lived and reigned with Christ for a
thousand years. 5 But the rest of the dead did
not live again until the thousand years were
finished. This is the first resurrection. 6
Blessed and holy is he who has part in the
first resurrection. Over such the second death
has no power, but they shall be priests of God
and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a

thousand years.

e The first resurrection includes all
believers throughout history, from the
Old Testament saints to the
Tribulation martyrs.

e These believers will live and reign with
Christ for the 1,000 years, and this
resurrection is for believers, who will
receive new, glorified bodies.

e The second resurrection is for the
unsaved and occurs at the end of the
1,000 years.

e John sees the “rest of the dead” (v 5)
coming to life after the 1,000 years.

e The “rest of the dead” is referring to
unbelievers who will be brought up for
purposes of the great white throne

judgment.
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7 Now when the thousand years have expired,
Satan will be released from his prison 8 and
will go out to deceive the nations which are in
the four corners of the earth, Gog and Magog,
to gather them together to battle, whose
number is as the sand of the sea. 9 They went
up on the breadth of the earth and surrounded
the camp of the saints and the beloved city.
And fire came down from God out of heaven
and devoured them. 10 The devil, who
deceived them, was cast into the lake of fire
and brimstone where the beast and the false
prophet are. And they will be tormented day

and night forever and ever.

e At the end of the 1,000-year reign,
Satan is released from the abyss for a
short time (Revelation 20:7-8).

e He immediately goes out to deceive
the nations again, specifically a group
known as "Gog and Magog" (Ezekiel
38-39), and gathers a vast army to
attack "the camp of the saints" and
the "beloved city" (Jerusalem).

e His target is the temple in Jerusalem.

e The battle is over quickly as fire from
Heaven consumes the invaders.

e This Gog-Magog war is the one
described in Ezekiel 38-39.
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e This proves that even a perfect
environment with Christ as King is not
enough to change the sinful nature of
man.

e It makes sense why Satan was bound
for the 1,000 period.

e But why is he released?

e “And the last enemy to be destroyed is
death. For the Scriptures say, “God
has put all things under his authority.”

e The purpose of this 1,000 year reign is
to give Jesus the opportunity to rule
over sin.

e Satan must be defeated under Christ’s
rule, then Paul says these dark

powers will be destroyed.
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11 Then | saw a great white throne and Him
who sat on it, from whose face the earth and
the heaven fled away. And there was found no
place for them. 12 And | saw the dead, small
and great, standing before God, and books
were opened. And another book was opened,
which is the Book of Life. And the dead were
judged according to their works, by the things

which were written in the books. 13 The sea
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gave up the dead who were in it, and Death
and Hades delivered up the dead who were in
them. And they were judged, each one
according to his works. 14 Then Death and
Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is
the second death. 15 And anyone not found
written in the Book of Life was cast into the

lake of fire.

e Here we are wrapping things up. This
is where unbelievers are sentenced to
the “second death,” a spiritual death
resulting in eternal separation from a
God who loves them but they rejected
Him and His son.

e After the final rebellion, the unsaved
dead are resurrected and stand
before the Great White Throne
Judgment (Revelation 20:11-12).

e The books of the deeds of all
humanity are opened, and those
whose names are not found in the
"Book of Life" are cast into the Lake of
Fire.

e This is the final judgment

e The first resurrection was for all
believers, but this second resurrection
will be for all unbelievers as they are

brought before the Great White
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Throne to be formally sentenced.
Although salvation is not determined
by works, this judgment is for the
degree of punishment for the evil
deeds

There is no hope for them at this
point.

It will be God’s saddest day as He
cries when He must tell a creation He
loves to depart from Him forever.

Let us do what we can to ensure
anyone we are destined to minister to
does not experience what is
described.

Be mindful of the leadings and
opportunities presented by the Spirit
of God.

These forces of light and darkness
are both real. | have had supernatural
encounters with both. Trust me, you
want to be in the light where there is
joy, peace, and love.

It is a simple thing to be saved: Ask
Jesus to forgive, come into your heart,
and believe in Him to be your Lord.
Give Him thanks for doing these
things and you will experience the
spiritual rebirth with an assurance in

your spirit that you know you are born
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again.

e The Lake of Fire is the final and
permanent destination for Satan, the
Antichrist, the False Prophet, and all
unbelievers (Revelation 20:14-15).

e Itis an eternal state of punishment,
and a literal place of torment, not just

annihilation.
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earth after the seven years of
tribulation (Revelation 6-18).

e Revelation gives a general outline,
while other Old Testament books like
Isaiah and Zechariah provide more
details about what life will be like
during this time.

e Jesus establishes his kingdom on
earth for a thousand years, and
believers will rule and reign with him
from Jerusalem.

e This period will be one of
unprecedented peace and joy, with
tamed animals (Isaiah), increased
longevity, and the direct rule of Jesus

as King.

Satan's Binding and Release (Revelation
20:1-3,7-10):

e An angel binds Satan with a great
chain and casts him into the
"bottomless pit" or "abyss" for a
thousand years (Revelation 20:1-3).

e The term "abyss" (Greek: abusos) is
the same word used in Luke 8:31,
where demons begged Jesus not to
be sent there.

e Jude 6 also mentions angels being

reserved in everlasting chains for
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judgment.

After the thousand years expire, Satan
is released for a "little while"
(Revelation 20:3, 7).

He immediately goes to deceive the
nations again, gathering a vast army
(like the "sand of the sea") to attack
"the beloved city," Jerusalem
(Revelation 20:8-9).

God sends fire from heaven to devour
them. The devil is then cast into the
lake of fire and brimstone forever
(Revelation 20:9-10).

The Great White Throne of Judgment

(Revelation 20:11-15):

A vision of a great white throne and
God as the judge.

The (spiritually) dead, both small and
great, stand before God.

"Books were opened,’' and they were
judged according to their works.
"Another book was opened, which is
the Book of Life."

Those not found in the Book of Life
are cast into the lake of fire, which is
the "second death."

Death and Hades are also cast into

the lake of fire.
