2. Transcript of courses completed — including attendance and GPA (to be kept confidential).

3. Give completed application and attachments to the Guidance Counselor by March 1.

4. Include your parents’ names, physical address and phone number.

If you are selected as the recipient of this scholarship, the funds ($ 2500) will be sent to the
college of your choice during the 2™ semester. Proof of successfully completing the 1%t semester and
signed up for 2" semester will be necessary. More information will follow.
