Tips on using Weather Underground 

 

 
 Oregon weather data can be accessed from the Weather Underground website  
 
 

You can search for a specific city to find 
weather in by typing in your city in this 
search box in the upper righthand corner.  

 

Within your city, you can get data for 
specific locations by going to the 
CHANGE drop down menu.   
 
Portland has lots of  different weather 
stations. On the map you can find one 
near your home by clicking on the 
orange temperature balloon.  
 

 

 

For your first assignment, you will want 
to go to the History Tab and look at data 
for:  

●​ January 
●​ 2022  
●​ Monthly 

Push View to see the data, once you have 
chosen the month and year. 

 

For your second assignment, you will 
want to go to the History Tab and look 
at data for:  

●​ All the months January - 
December 

●​ 2021  
●​ Monthly

Push View to see the data, once you have 
chosen the month and year. 

For your inquiry - You can choose any 
month and any year that you want to 
look at data for.  When you have chosen 
your month and year - then push the 
view button.  

 

When you push view - You will see 
graphs that show the data for that month.  
By dragging your cursor along the lines 
of the graph you will see data points pop 
up. 
 

 
 

If you scroll further down the page you 
will see a Summary Table of data.  

 

And if you scroll further down the page, 
you will see Daily Observations for that 
month.
