Time Teacher Resources

5 mins
Set up the video to watch.
Students seated on the floor.

5 mins Introduction:

Introduce the topic - Handshapes #4

Today we are learning some more Auslan
Handshapes. These are some handshapes used
in signs. We will learn the handshapes - wash,
eat, gun and wish.

You will realise that you already know signs that
use these handshapes.

When you learn new signs you will see these
handshapes again, used in different ways
(orientation, location, movement) to create other
signs. This will be part of your expanding
knowledge about Auslan!

(Start of Lesson)
e Read and discuss the Learning
Intention and Success Criteria.
e Check for understanding, clarifying
vocabulary as necessary.

10 mins Explicit Teaching: Lesson 36 video
Watch the video

Use teacher discretion to decide if the class
needs to watch any part of the video a
second time.

Taught this lesson: Handshapes and signs that
use them:

wash - wash, bath, black.

eat - eat, picnic, teach.

gun - teacher, time, clock.

wish - wish, hope, responsibility.

5 mins Explanation of Activity:
e Practise the handshapes and the signs Sign words to write on
that use the handshapes. whiteboard: (mixed order) e.g.,
e Read the sign words on the whiteboard.
e In small groups, make charts for the 4 wash, teacher, wish, eat,
handshapes and their signs. responsibility, teach, black,
- The teacher allocates a handshape to bath, picnic, time, hope, clock.

each group. The group takes a large sheet | (12)




of paper to their table, with a copy of their
handshape picture. Students cut and
paste the picture of the handshape on
each sheet, according to their design.
Another student(s) creates the heading
with the name of the handshape, e.g.,
GUN HANDSHAPE (large & colourful)
These can be done on separate
white/coloured paper and pasted on.
From the signs written on the whiteboard,
in mixed order, the students discuss and
decide which signs belong on their
handshape chart. They write the
signs/words on their chart. (large &
colourful)

Other students can draw pictures about
the signs e.g. draw a clock to attach to the
GUN handshape chart.

Do the students know any other signs that
use this handshape? Discuss and write
these on their chart. Check with the
teacher first.

When the charts are completed, share
with the class and attach them to the
classroom wall as a reference anchor
chart. Other signs can be added to the
charts, as remembered, or when new
signs are taught.

Depending on the class numbers, to keep
groups small/appropriate size, the teacher
may decide to have more charts. These
can be placed in other areas of the school
or taken home to share with family.

15 mins Activity:
e Practise the handshapes and the signs
that use the handshapes.
e Make Charts for the Handshapes (see
above).
5 mins Reflection with Students: (Select from the following options)

How many handshapes do you remember learning now?

Show some that you remember.

Do you recall the handshapes - bent flat, soon, plane and bent two that you
learnt in Term 1? Think and share your ideas. Ask a friend beside you.

For the handshapes that you recall, can you do a sign that uses that
handshape?
