Niaism was made a long time ago, It was founded by the most powerful 

animal in the world.

Once you finish eating your 

breakfast you go to the closest temple and do the ritual of praying to the god Suvi 

for good luck. You pray until lunch when you eat turkey and rice with the whole 

family and say the things you're grateful for in your life. Once you finish lunch you 

go on a hike down the Valia trail to the waterfall where you dip your feet in and 

pray again to Suvi this time to make sure you're well protected. Then you walk 

back not talking, just admiring the beautiful nature. Once you get to  dinner you 

can either eat chicken or salmon as your meat, with rice or berries if you want. 

After dinner you brush your teeth, and spend time with your family until you go to 

bed.  

When a friend or family member dies in Niaism to show them your love you  

bury them in a graveyard. Once they have been buried everyone brings their 

favorite flower along with a cat statue of any size. The people of Niaism believe 

that when someone dies they go to the temple of Suvi and live there until it hits 9 

years and then they go back to earth.
