Objective of the Course " Globalization, Architecture, and Development in
UNESCO Priorities " is to explore the interconnection between globalization
processes, architectural development, and UNESCO’s policies in the field of
cultural heritage preservation and sustainable urban development. The course
focuses on analyzing the impact of globalization on architectural identity, the
preservation of historical heritage, and urban transformations. Students will
examine key international documents, initiatives, and UNESCO priorities that
shape strategies for architecture and urban development in the 21st century.

Course Tasks:

1. Understanding globalization processes and their impact on
architectural development — analyzing changes in the architectural identity of
cities in the context of globalization.

2. Studying UNESCO’s international initiatives for architectural
heritage protection — examining key conventions, charters, and programs aimed at
preserving cultural and historical heritage.

3. Exploring the impact of urbanization on the preservation of
historic cities — addressing challenges related to sustainable development and
adapting architectural heritage to contemporary needs.

Teaching Methods
The methods of teaching the discipline "Globalization, Architecture, and
Development in UNESCO Priorities" include: Lectures, Illustrative explanations
with the use of computer technology, Practical tasks, Assignments for independent
work.
Lectures provide a consistent and systematic presentation of each topic within
the course. Visual illustrations are displayed using a projector to enhance
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perception and understanding of the material. Lectures are closely integrated with
other types of academic activities (e.g., the "History of Architecture and Urban
Planning" course) and serve as a foundation for deepening and systematizing the
knowledge acquired by students during classroom and extracurricular study.

Practical classes include student presentations with oral reports. These
sessions develop skills for applying theoretical knowledge through individually
assigned tasks.

Control and Evaluation System
The system of evaluation includes the following control methods: Oral control
(e.g., Q&A during class), Written/graphical control (e.g., completing written tasks
or tests), Testing, Self-assessment (students are provided with a list of questions
corresponding to lecture content for self-checking).

Forms of Control

The evaluation system for the course "Globalization, Architecture, and
Development in UNESCO Priorities" includes the following forms: Ongoing
control, Module control, Final assessment.

Ongoing and module assessments are based on a rating system that evaluates
students' knowledge, skills, and abilities across individual content modules and
their components.

Students' knowledge is evaluated through practical classes, module control
tests, and the final credit.

Criteria for Assessing Learning Achievements
Students’ learning achievements are assessed based on the completeness and
clarity of responses during each stage of evaluation. The criteria are as follows:
