3.- Selection of students participating in mobility

Requirements of the students:

1.- Be a student enrolled in the official teachings leading to the CEPA Paulo Freire
degree in this course 19/20.

2.- Be over 30 years old, that is, until 1991. (Those born in 1990 and later may
request their participation in the K-105 Project to Portugal)

3.- We will appreciate that the selected student shows a high commitment to the
center: participation in the classroom, motivation, attendance and linguistic, digital
competence. Likewise, work capacity and empathy with the project will be taken into
account.

4 .- It will be very positive that students are enrolled and attending our English and /
or computer classes of open teaching. (Ask at the secretariat.)

Process:

As for the students participating in the planned mobility, the selection process is
exhaustive since we will select those students who show proactivity towards the
tasks and activities that are carried out in virtual mobility and have availability to
travel. To do this, we will follow the following steps:

1.- Step 1: Registration of students interested in the project. All students interested in
participating in the Project and who are enrolled in our center, can sign up to
collaborate in the project and participate in the selection process.

2.- Step 2: Decision of teachers and tutors: students whose participation, attendance
and qualifications adjust positively to the requirements of the project. It will be the
teachers and tutors of the targeted students, who decide who deserves to continue
in the selection process, based on grades, daily attendance, level of commitment to
the center's activities and behavior. Its linguistic and cultural preparation will be used
as a scale (it is possible that the student has to present works in different subjects
that help us determine their degree of eligibility)

3.- Step 3: First student meeting to report the characteristics. Students who cannot
attend (neither in the morning shift nor in the afternoon shift) will be deselected and

therefore will not proceed to the next phase.



4.- Step 4: Making a quality video / article in which the student justifies their eligibility
as an ideal candidate to carry out a European Project. The faculty staff will meet to
select the 14 candidates who will definitely carry out the project. There will be
another 14 students on the waiting list for possible casualties.

5.- Step 5: Realization of the pre-mobility activities and the signing of the
participation agreement by which the selected students undertake to collaborate in
all the program activities (preparation activities, activities carried out during the
project and activities to the back) and agree to appear in all the photos and videos

that will be published on social networks and media.
