1.​ ​ Purpose​  
​ ​  
​ ​ To encourage qualified students to pursue a career in education. 
 
2.​ ​ Amount and Payment Method 
​  

A.​       $1000 scholarship to each of two qualified recipients. 
 

B.  ​ Payment will be made after successful completion of the first term/    
first semester. The student must attain at least a 2.5 GPA on a 4.0 
grading scale.  Grades must be submitted to Central Education 
Association before payment will be made. 

 
3.​ ​ Eligibility 
​  
​ ​ A.​ Must achieve a 2.5 cumulative average at the end of the first ​
​ ​ ​ semester of the senior year at Central High School. 
 
​ ​ B.  ​ Must have been a Central High School student for at least two ​
​ ​ ​ years. 
 
​ ​ C.​ Must be continuing at a college or community college, majoring in ​
​ ​ ​ education. 
 
4.​ ​ Selection Committee 
 
​ ​ A.​ Shall consist of CEA members from grade school, middle school, ​
​ ​ ​ and high school levels 
 
​ ​ B.​ Committee members shall not be related to any applicant  
 
​ ​ C.​ Only those making application will be considered 
 
5.  ​ ​ Dates of Application and Awarding of Scholarship 
 
​ ​ A.​ Applications may be obtained from the high school guidance ​
​ ​ ​ department 
​ ​  
​ ​ B.​ Applications are due on the date announced each year. 
 
​ ​ C.​ The scholarship will be awarded at the Senior Honors Night.
