1. Opportunity Description  
Strasbourg is a multicultural city, historically French but with heavy Germanic influence. 
Housing the European parliament means that students and professionals from throughout 
Europe come regularly through the city. A budding ecosystem of church-planting is seeing a 
diversity of works in the area popping up with good partnership for mutual encouragement 
and sharing of resources. We are seeking to grow, mobilize, and multiply the church.
