Prayer Notes for July 10th 2011

After a time of worship
Prayer not to cast us afar off, do not hold our transgressions against us, have mercy on us, according to all
the multitude of your mercies, blot out our sins, come near to us, let us see the light of your countenance.

ISAIAH 65:8-10

Thus says the LORD: "As the new wine is found in the cluster, And [one] says, 'Do not destroy it, For a blessing [is] in
it,' So will I do for My servants' sake, That I may not destroy them all. I will bring forth descendants from Jacob, And
from Judah an heir of My mountains; My elect shall inherit it, And My servants shall dwell there. Sharon shall be a fold
of flocks, And the Valley of Achor a place for herds to lie down, For My people who have sought Me.”

m  Prayer — not just a little fruit, but a large amount of fruit to come out of your vineyard, Israel —
bring salvation to Jews

m  Picture — sons and daughters being dandled on knees.
m Israel is remembered as a nation before God

m  Remember the prayers of Abraham who said “what if there were 10 righteous people in this city?
would you save it?”
The prayers of Jacob who wrestled with the Angel
The prayers of David who vowed to build a home for the Mighty One of Jacob

m  Remember the covenant, the everlasting covenant established with his descendants, how you said
to Abraham “I bless you, and you will be a blessing”

m [ had an impression that he posed a question to me “What if God wants to destroy the city?”

To which I thought about and replied “Then I will pray for their salvation because you have
assured it. I will harp on about it!”

m  For your name’s sake, and for your purpose, do what you have said you will do, for Your servant’s
sake.

PSALM 122:6-9

So I pray for the peace of Jerusalem: "May they prosper who love you. Peace be within your walls, Prosperity within your
palaces." For the sake of my brethren and companions, I will now say, "Peace [be] within you." Because of the house of the
LORD our God I will seek your good.

m  Ecclesiastes 3:8cd A time of war, And a time of peace.
m  Prayer for supernatural protection of Men, woman, children and mothers, that there would be no
loss of life, supernaturally save them and put a cover of peace over the city, let hostilities cease.

PRAYER TO GOD SOVEREIGN, BEAUTIFUL AND GLORIOUS

1 Samuel 2:6-8 "The LORD kills and makes alive; He brings down to the grave and brings up. The LORD makes poor and
makes rich; He brings low and lifts up. He raises the poor from the dust [And] lifts the beggar from the ash heap, To set
[them] among princes And make them inherit the throne of glory. "For the pillars of the earth [are] the LORD's, And He has
set the world upon them.”

Revelation 10:9-11:6 So I went to the angel and said to him, "Give me the little book." And he said to me, "Take and eat it;
and it will make your stomach bitter, but it will be as sweet as honey in your mouth." Then I took the little book out of the
angel's hand and ate it, and it was as sweet as honey in my mouth. But when I had eaten it, my stomach became bitter. And he
[fn] said to me, "You must prophesy again about many peoples, nations, tongues, and kings." Then I was given a reed like a
measuring rod. And the angel stood, [fn] saying, "Rise and measure the temple of God, the altar, and those who worship there.
"But leave out the court which is outside the temple, and do not measure it, for it has been given to the Gentiles. And they will
tread the holy city underfoot [for] forty-two months. "And I will give [power] to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy
one thousand two hundred and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth." These are the two olive trees and the two lampstands
standing before the God [fn] of the earth. And if anyone wants to harm them, fire proceeds from their mouth and devours their
enemies. And if anyone wants to harm them, he must be killed in this manner. These have power to shut heaven, so that no
rain falls in the days of their prophecy; and they have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to strike the earth with all
plagues, as often as they desire.

Prayer — Raise up many in this place who will lay down their lives, and go and be lead and
know where Holy Spirit takes them — to Jerusalem. If you are called to prophecy about Kings
it’s not so hard to imagine He would take you there — this is my testimony
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
