Code 0 Patrol Location

Code 1 Respond with neither lights nor sirens, and follow all traffic laws.

Code 2 Respond with Lights, but no sirens. You can go thru red lights, no speeding. Same fraffic rules apply for Code 2H
Code 2H Respond with lights, and sirens are only used thru intersections or extremely dense traffic.

Code 3 Respond with Lights and Sirens. You can go thru red lights and speed a little.

Code 4 Scene clear
Code 5 Stakeout/Felony Traffic

Code 99 Respond with Lights sirens, and even your traffic director if necessary. Code 99 responses are reserved for shootings.
You can speed and run red lights.
