Meeting Focus and Learning Theme: It is important that we become comfortable with 

talking about God naturally in the midst of conversations, we should be able to talk 

about God at work in our lives like we would talk about anything else. We will discuss 

and practice this during our time together.  

Opening Prayer:

Accountability

Inspiration 

○​ Have one person share a brief outreach story from their personal outreach or 

their area of ministry 

 

Learning 

Teaching Theme:  Far too many believers are timid about sharing who God is and what 

He means to them.  This being said, when we do share we should sound natural and 

authentic rather than “religious.”  

Discussion: 

○​ How might your story of God’s comforting presence and sustaining power bring 

hope to others? 
 

Teaching Theme: Telling your story 
 

Practice: 

○​ Share a quick testimony, either of coming to walk with Jesus or of God at work in 

your life in three minutes or less. (For the sake of time you may want to break 

into groups of two or three). 

 

Planning 

Group Discussion and Collaboration 

○​ What’s coming up in the next six months in your area of ministry or in our church 

that is outreach-focused and how can we get behind it? 
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   Closing Prayer: Pray together for… 

○​ For opportunities to have conversations with those who are not of faith. 

○​ For boldness to enter into spiritual conversation and be able to naturally share 

your faith. 

○​ That you will be effective in helping other believers grow in the area of having 

spiritual conversations.
