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Tantárgy feladata és célja: 

The course aims to introduce the European implementation and interpretation of the rights of the child. All 
European states are state parties to the Convention on the Rights of the Child which on the one hand sets 
forward an implementation framework and on the other results in a law-making obligation on the side of 
the European states. The course provides an overview of the fundamental rights of children in the 
European Union (EU) and in the Council of Europe (CoE) Member States. It focuses on the areas of law 
which are of specific importance to children. Its goal is to give an explanation on how each issue is 
regulated under EU law as well as under the European Convention on Human Rights, the European Social 
Charter and other child rights related instruments of the CoE. The purpose of the course is also to introduce 
the related jurisprudence of the Court of Justice of the European Union and of the European Court of 
Human Rights.  
The course aims to introduce the implementation and interpretation of the rights of the child by the 
Inter-American and African human rights systems. It focuses on the American and African human rights 
conventions, the African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of a Child and all relevant legislative 
instruments adopted in these two regional human rights systems. The goal is also to introduce the 
important decisions of the Inter-American Commission and Court of Human Rights and the African 
Commission on Human and Peoples’ Rights, the landmark rulings of the African Court on Human and 
Peoples' Rights and the work of the African Committee of Experts on the Rights and Welfare of the Child. 
The aim is also to provide a deeper knowledge on issues causing more tangible problem in these regions as 
in Europe such as for instance child hunger and child marriage.

A vizsga 
keretében a Hallgató a megadott tételek tartalmának megfelelően az érintett tananyag röviden kifejtésével, 
illetve a feltett kérdések megválaszolásával igazolja, hogy a követelményekben meghatározottakat 
elsajátította. A vizsgán nyújtott teljesítmény értékelésére ötfokozatú (0-50% - elégtelen, 51-62% - 
elégséges, 63-75% - közepes, 75-87% - jó, 88-100% - jeles) érdemjeggyel kerül sor. 
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
