 Luci Mathew is undergoing a lot of recent changes with respect to her parents getting a divorce, 
her mother remarrying, change of locality and her onset of puberty. Her mother is concerned 
about how she is crying almost every night and is very quiet and distant compared to the cheerful 
child she used to be. Her mother hears her talking to someone at night and is worried about the 
same. She is taken in for counseling by the Youth Pastor for this reason. Luci does not know how 
to navigate around the traumatic episodes she is facing. First, she has to deal with her parent’s 
divorce and the pain of not being able to see her father everyday. Second, she has moved into an 
entirely new school and neighborhood as an onset of her mother’s remarriage. Third, she is being 
sexually abused by her step-father about which she does not know who to approach or find 
solace in. Finally, she has begun her menstrual cycle and does not know how to deal with her 
hormonal changes. She eventually becomes friends with Sakhi who is a supernatural force that is 
a part of the house and she changes as a person thanks to her presence.

She was sexually abused 
by her father. She tries to protect Luci by being there for her in every way possible. She is a 
ghost who is helping Luci in terms of finding her inner self by living through her.
