Poetry Every Day

Objective: To read and engage with poetry every day in a bite-sized manner

How It Works:

DAILY POETRY BITES
A timer is required for this activity to ensure that this is a “gut reaction” activity! Some of these
poems will come up again later for longer poetry lessons, during Poetry Feasts.
1. Display or print a copy of the daily poem.
Read the poem aloud while students follow along.
Students respond to the poem in their notebooks for only 3 minutes.
Students share their first impressions with a partner for only 2 minutes.
As a class, briefly discuss thoughts, questions, and epiphanies for only 5 minutes.
