Secretary of Health and Human Service: Works to prevent disease outbreaks and to 
keep food and medicine safe. 
 
Secretary of Homeland Security: Works to prevent attacks to our country and 
watches our borders. 
 
Secretary of the Interior: Protects our natural resources, fish and wildlife. 
 
Secretary of Justice: Enforces laws and tries to keep people safe. The FBI is part of 
this. 
 
Secretary of Labor: Works to provide jobs, training and safe working environment. 
 
Secretary of State: Visits foreign countries to help keep peace in the world. 
 
Secretary of Transportation: Helps to build safe and fast transportation, highways 
and bridges. 
 
Secretary of Treasury: Makes coins and paper money and collects taxes. 
 
Secretary of Veteran Affairs: Helps military veterans. 
 
Senator: Represents the state where they come from but also works to improve the 
country writing bills and budgets.
