
I do not like drama, but given the recent situation with Zaros releasing a video on OzKangaroo’s 
company SqueakLatex. I feel that I want to put my own story out there. ​
​
My hope is that this encourages others to also share their own experiences with him.​
​
TL:DR​
​
For those who do not wish to read the mouthful below, I will provide a summary here. But I 
encourage readers to see the evidence provided below.​
​
My situation with Oz has given me the impression that he is an incredibly manipulative and 
selfish person. I believe that the screenshots below serve as evidence to that claim.​
​
While hearsay most certainly is not substantial evidence, the stories I had heard from mutuals 
and friends about Oz have given me reason to believe Oz has a pattern of getting what he 
wants out of other people:​
​
1. Use his influence to get friendly with an artist​
2. He approaches the subject of a trade with said artist, offering a latex inflatable suit​
3. Pressure the artist into doing more than the initial agreement.​
3. After the artist receives the suit, he belittles the artist’s work to pressure them into making 
more than what was initially agreed on.​
​
I had initiated a trade with Oz in the beginning February of 2021 under the agreement that I 
would make him an inflatable model and he would draw me art in return. After some work on the 
trade had been done and towards the end of February , he offered to send me a blueberry suit. I 
made an inflatable avatar for him using a rather crude method of inflating avatars, as I did not 
know how to make models inflate properly until July 2021. As the trade went on, he began to 
ask for more additional features that I had previously not agreed to. This included more outfits, 
more animations, and even completely new avatars as well.​
​
As time went on, I completed my end of the trade and received the suit in August. But Oz did 
not agree on the trade being complete. Because of the stress of the trade and other situations 
happening, I offered to send the suit back to him to end the trade. The suit had not been used a 
single time at this point. Oz turned it down and insisted that I keep the suit and continue to do 
more work on the model to satisfy the trade. We agreed that I would upgrade his model to the 
new inflation system I had figured out recently, and that would satisfy the trade.​
​
Months after upgrading the model, he messaged me saying he was ripped off and I had not 
done my part of the trade. And while it is absolutely fair to request me to fix glitches, this was 
not just about those.​
​
He was uncomfortably possessive of the violet outfit from the 1971 film, and did not like the fact 
I had created the outfit for my own personal 3d avatar. He continued to bring up this subject to

support his claim that I had “ripped him off and broken my promises”​
​
I found this to not only be incredibly silly, but also indicative of the type of person Oz is. 
Manipulative, narcissistic, selfish, extremely childish, and with no regard for others and their 
feelings.​
​
After a long conversation of dispute between me and him, he then deleted the dms. Luckily I 
had backed them up shortly before he did. ​
​
Most of the images below are the dms backed up before deletion.​
​
THIS VIDEO  is proof of the final model that I had sent over with the upgraded systems and 
features.​

The DMs​
​
​
On February 2nd, Oz proposed the idea of a trade with me. I make him a model and he draws 
me some art. I started on the model February the 3rd.​

On February 20th, I sent him a blender rig file of the model inflation system. Oz changed the 
offer from drawing me art to an inflatable berry suit in return for some additional work. Me being 
completely new to the fandom and looking up to Oz, this was a dream come true. 
 
My mistake in this situation was not clarifying with him the details of my side of the trade.​
​
The following screenshot is taken after I had sent him the blender file for the model with the 
inflation mechanics finished. The vrchat avatar had not been started yet.​

I had thought that my side of the trade was 
-inflatable blender model and vrchat avatar 
-2 outfits (his green shirt and the 71 violet suit, complete with belt popping) 
But again, the terms of this trade were never really solidified, only vaguely suggested.​
​
​
The first red flag was when he asked me to NOT make the 71 suit for ANYONE in the future. 
This bullshittery will come up later but I'm going in order chronologically here. 
 
I did not agree to it, but told him it wasn't likely that I would make this for anyone else due to the 
complicated nature of setting it up.​

​
Oz went on to the subject of me doing more work for him beyond the work I had agreed to. And 
I made the mistake of opening up to that opportunity more. 
 
While I could use the excuse that I'm an easily pressured and manipulatable person, it was still 
incredibly dumb of me to do so.​

On the 25th of February, I showed him a WIP of the avatar inflation system. Something 



important to note here is that my method of inflating models was completely different and did not 
have a lot of the features that the avatars I make today do.​

​
On March 15th, I had pretty much all the features that I thought was needed on my side of the 
trade done. I asked Oz if he wanted me to update the thumbnail and such. 2 days later I get the 
reply “all good”.​
​
I had assumed from this that aside from any bug fixing, no more work was needed.​



​
On May 30th, Oz brought up the topic of commissioning me further for more features to add to 
his model. He also informed me that a batch of suits that would be sent to me and others were 
coming along.​



​



On June 22nd, I reached out to Oz about concerns of the suit shipping while I was out on a 
vacation with my family. He then asked about additional outfits, more work done on the model, 
and clarification on the trade. Because he had previously messaged me about 
COMMISSIONING me for further features, I believed that he was satisfied with the trade, and 
anything further would be commissioned.​

July 5th​
​
Oz updated me on the suits. He tried to convince me that I had said the avatar wasn’t finished, 
even though I said nothing of the sort. He asked me if I could fix the arms issue and such, but 
due to my knowledge of making inflatable avatars at that time, it was not set up to be compatible 
with that inflation system at the time I made the avatar.​

August 5th​
​
Oz shipped out the suit, while also admitting that he had a different understanding of the trade 
conditions, and that it “was on him”. At this time I was doing an avatar commission for someone 
else who shall remain unnamed, and I had figured out a new method for inflating the model. I 
offered to upgrade his model to that system.​

August 31st​
​
Oz messaged me about me making him a completely new avatar, no talk about additional 
payment. I turned it down. We already had an agreement between us that I would upgrade the 
model to the new system.​

​
Later that day, I had decided that I wasn't up to the trade. So I offered to send the suit back 
with the intention of even covering the shipping cost. At this point, the suit had not been worn a 
single time.​

September 1st, conversation continues. I brought up that I do not want to continue under the 
vague trade conditions anymore and still wanted to return the suit.​



​
The omitted name is the previously mentioned unnamed commissioner.​

Continued hours later​

October 31st​
​
Oz’s model is upgraded to the new system, it is uploaded later that day

I thought it was all said and done, Oz mentioned that there were a couple small glitches with the 
avatar and I agreed I would fix them. Though I was having a lot of stress from other sources at 
the time and forgot about fixing them. ​
​
However, I believe it would’ve been perfectly fine for Oz to demand fixes for them.​
He does not mention the glitches again until much later.​
​
​
On the 9th of April, I had created the 71 violet suit for my own personal avatar. It was something 
I really wanted to indulge myself in and I spent quite a lot of time getting it to work.​

Not even an hour later, he asks to have a chat regarding the trade and such​
​
He told me he felt ripped off on the trade, and also thought I ripped him off by making the 71 
outfit for myself, saying that “I promised” to never make that particular suit. I had never agreed 
to such a thing, only implied it wasn’t something I would do often., and the proof is in the dms 
from before​
​
I don’t think I need to explain how entitled someone has to be to make a claim to what an artist 
chooses to do with their time.​

He then proceeded to try to guilt trip me into thinking I backstabbed him, also bringing up the 71 
suit model AGAIN​
​



Something I found interesting, instead of actually helping me come to a resolution of the 
problem, the messages he sent are extremely melodramatic and don't actually get to a point​

After this message, there was a period of silence. I had decided to back up the dms just in case.​
​
He then proceeded to delete the dms.​
​
He then proceeded to message and argue with me AND my boyfriend, PhatRacc. And then 
delete the dms a second time.​
​
The first messages after the deletion was this conversation, which I feel is final.​
