Half day, full day, or single day 

Registration opens January 15, 2026 

Are you looking for something new and exciting for your young dancer this summer? Join us at 

¡Baila Conmigo!/Dance With Me! for a fun creative outlet! Themed dance camps will be offered 

during the week of June 22-26, 2026 for ages 3-9. Each camp has five fun-filled days where we 

focus on dance, creativity, self-confidence, friendship and more! On the last day, we’ll have 

performances for friends and family!  

Themes: we offer two separate camps with separate curriculum, dance focus, crafts and 

activities. 

Mornings: K-pop MagiK! Young fans of the hit movie K-Pop Demon Hunters, get ready to 
shimmer, glow and dance your way into a world of pure K-Pop Magik as you step into the 
spotlight as a K-Pop idol-in-training!  
 
Afternoons: Welcome to Block Builders Dance Camp, where dancers are transported for a 
week into a pixel-inspired world built on creativity, collaboration, and movement. Inspired by 
the popular video game Minecraft, dancers will explore imaginative “biomes,” conquer 
movement challenges, and craft choreography one block at a time.  
 
For camp and dance events sessions to run, a minimum of 8 students is required. Camp 

enrollment discounts cannot be combined with class enrollment discounts. 

The early bird discount period has passed. The Regular camp week fee is $250 for either the 

morning or afternoon program. The Full day fee is $500 for both morning and afternoon 

programs. To save your spot, you must put down a deposit $75 for half day; or $100 deposit 

for full day.  

The balance is due on June 1st: $175 for half day campers, $400 for full day campers.

FAQs  

Do you have early drop off or late pick up? Yes, Early drop off is between 8-9 a.m. and is 

$50/week. Late pick up between 4-6 p.m. is $150/week 

Can my child attend for just one day? Yes, your child can join us for a single morning, afternoon 

or full day. The Half day single day rate: $65. Full day single day rate: $125 

Can I wait in the studio the duration of the camp? No, camp is a drop-off program. Parents do 
not stay on site. You do need to remain available during camp hours, and we will contact you if 
needed. 

 

Cancellation 

Families may cancel their camp with a full refund of the deposit up until May 15, 2026. After 
that, only studio credit will be offered for future classes. All camps are subject to cancellation 
with full refund or account credit if a minimum student registration of 8 is not met. Camp days 
cancelled on a one-time basis due to inclement weather or other reason beyond our control will 
be refunded or credited. 

The studio uses text messages for communication of emergencies or inclement weather 
cancellations. The cell phone number on file needs to accept our messages. We are not 
responsible if we cannot reach you due to DND settings.

1:15-2:00 PM Afternoon recentering (yoga/pilates/etc.) & learn this week's dance routine 

2:00-2:30 Craft time with theme education 



2:30-2:45 Snack from home 

2:45-3:00 Clean up & restroom break 

3:00-3:45 Themed indoor/outdoor games weather permitting 

3:45-4:00 PM Half-day & Full-day dismissal with Informal Dance Performance for parents on 
Fridays (PM session and Full-Day campers) 

4:00-6:00 Optional PM-care​ add on 

*FRIDAY DANCE PERFORMANCE On Fridays, parents are invited for an informal performance of 
a dance routine learned over the week at camp. Performances for AM campers will be hosted 
during AM dismissal from 11:45-12:00. Performances for PM and Full-Day campers will be 
hosted during PM dismissal from 3:15-3:30. Full-Day campers will also be performing their AM 
routine during the 3:15 performance, so Full-Day parents need only attend the 3:15 
performance to see both routines. Performances will be recorded and posted in the camp 
album for parents who are unable to attend the live showing 

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS 

RESTROOM USE  All children must be fully potty trained and able to use the bathroom 
independently. Please note, our staff are not able to assist campers inside of the bathroom.   

ABILITY TO FOLLOW DIRECTIONS MOST OF THE TIME. To ensure a safe and positive experience 
for all students, all children must be able to follow directions and participate independently for 
the full duration of the camp, whether half day or full day. Our staff are not able to provide 
one-on-one support during camp.  

FOOD, BEVERAGES, GUM  There is a 15-minute snack period in both the a.m. and p.m. camps, 
as well as a 30-45 minute lunch period for Full-Day campers.  For lunch, we may have a picnic 
lunch at nearby Proksa Park. In the event of inclement weather, lunch will be eaten in the 
studio. Gum is not allowed anywhere on premises.  Please send your camper with a water 
bottle each day. 

KINDNESS  Our studio is a safe place where all campers can feel welcomed and valued. Any 
camper (or parent)  jeopardizing this culture by bullying through intentionally intimidating, 
harassing, teasing, humiliating, or excluding others either at the studio or off-location, in-person 
or via social media, emails, or messaging, will not be tolerated. Interacting disrespectfully with 
staff will not be tolerated. Campers (and parents)  violating this policy risk removal from the 
program.
