Tuition Rates 
$110 per Month for 30 minute lessons              ​   
$220 per month for 60 minute lesson 
  

●​ Tuition is due on the first lesson of each month and covers membership in the 
studio for the entire month.   

●​ Tuition payments can be made with a check made out to Aaron Zimmerman, or 
using the provided web portal.   

●​ Tuition will increase September of each year.   
●​ In addition to tuition,  parents are expected to pay for 

○​ Music books 
○​ Recital and competition fees 
○​ Inexpensive metronome 
○​ Spiral bound (or similar) notebook for tracking weekly assignments 

●​ No lessons will be given on holidays unless specific arrangements are made.    
●​ If 24 hour notice is given, cancelled lessons may be made up at a few designated 

makeup lesson days each month.  It is possible that no makeup time would be 
found, and in this case no refund will be given. 

●​ No refunds or make ups will be given for no shows or tardiness 
  
Practice 

●​ All students are expected to practice daily.  
●​ If questions arise, please contact me mid week so the question can be answered 

immediately.  My facebook page is a great place to ask questions, since other 
students might have the same question.   

●​ Listening to music recordings and attending concerts in highly encouraged, and 
expected of advanced students.  

●​ Beginning students may practice on a full size electronic keyboard with weighted 
keys, intermediate and advanced students need to practice on an acoustic piano.
