   ​ Museum was also visited by our students. In the museum old weapons were used in the war 

time where they were kept. Nearly 100 to 120 people visit this museum every day. The war pillar was 

also visited, Kum A. Srivani, Lect in History explained the significance of the pillar and the fort. 

           ​ Bobbili fort located in the Vizianagaram district of the Indian state of Andhra Pradesh was built 

during the middle of the 19th century in bobbili. 

 ​ Bobbili war was in 1957 between the Rajas of   bobbili and the neighboring maharaja of 

Vizianagaram. 

 ​ Our students visited the above also and they felt very happy. And also they noted all the
