
                                             

 
New Safety Protocols for 
Medication Administration  
 
 
Dear Parent/Guardian:   
 
As we prepare for the upcoming 2025-2026 school year, we would like to inform you of important new 
safety protocols regarding the administration of medications at school.  

To ensure the highest standards of safety for our students, school nurses will now be required to verify 
all medications within two working days prior to school staff being able to administer them to students. 
This new verification process is essential to prevent any unnecessary harm and to ensure that students 
receive their medications correctly.  

We want to assure you that during emergencies, school staff will continue to: 

●​ Adhere to North Carolina Emergency Guidelines and/or the student's health care plan.  
●​ Administer medication during an emergency if directed by the health care plan, provided the 

medication is ordered and available. It is our expectation that school staff respond accordingly 
to emergencies by following these guidelines. 

●​ Override the school nurse's two-day period for verifying medications.  

To expedite the school nurse verification process, we encourage you to bring medication and the 
completed Form 1702 to school and sign it in with staff the week before school starts. 

We understand that these changes may raise some questions or concerns, and we encourage you to 
reach out to your school nurse with any inquiries you may have. Our commitment to the safety and 
health of our students is unwavering, and we appreciate your cooperation and understanding as we 
implement these new protocols.
