Shuttles 
Please note that there is NO parking available at the Savoy campus and LIMITED parking available at the Belle 
Époque Campus (BEC, where most events occur). LAS is providing shuttles to service all events: 

●​ * For events marked with an asterisk, the shuttle departs hotels (Alpine Classic and Central 
Résidence) 15 minutes before the event and departs BEC to return to hotels at the listed end time.  

●​ ** Shuttles will run continually between the BEC and Savoy campuses at lunch and dinner time each 
day (marked with a double asterisk).  

●​ Other shuttle times are listed on the schedule.

LAS Student Schedule 
LAS students will continue with their regular class schedule during Family Winter Week and are expected to attend 
their classes and ski/snowboard lessons as usual from Monday to Thursday.
