
Creating a Works Cited page (MLA 8) 
 

General Guidelines: 
●​ Start a new page with a centered title of Works Cited, with no quotation marks, underlining or italicizing. 
●​ Alphabetize by author last names. 
●​ Double-spaced within and between entries. 
●​ For online sources, you should include a location to show readers where you found the source. Many scholarly databases 

use a DOI (digital object identifier). Use a DOI in your citation if you can; otherwise use a URL (the website’s address). Delete 
“http://” from URLs. The DOI or URL is usually the last element in a citation and should be followed by a period. 

●​ All works cited entries end with a period.

Website Editor, author or compiler’s Last name, First name (if known). 

     “Title of the Article or Individual Page.” Name of website. 

     Version number, Name of organization/institution affiliated 

     with the site (sponsor or publisher), Date of resource 

     creation (if available), URL. Date of access (if applicable). 

*If the publisher is the same as the website name, only list it once.

Version number, Name of 

     organization/institution affiliated with the site (sponsor 

     or publisher), Date of resource creation (if available), URL.
