Title: "Understanding and Defending Human Rights"
Level: Intermediate — Advanced English

Duration: 1.5 to 2 hours

Target audience: Teenagers or adults (adjustable)

@ Objectives:
1. To understand what human rights are and why they matter.
2. Tolearn about the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR).
3. To develop vocabulary and speaking skills in English.
4. To reflect on real-world issues related to human rights.
5. To inspire participants to stand up for human rights in their communities.

1. Icebreaker (10 min)
Activity: Human Rights Bingo

Each participant gets a bingo sheet with statements like:
o "Has helped someone in need"
o "Knows what the UDHR is"
o "Believes everyone deserves healthcare"
Participants move around asking each other questions to fill in the boxes.

2. What Are Human Rights? (15 min)
Mini-presentation or video:

Define human rights in simple terms.
Show a short video (e.g., from Amnesty International or UN).

1. Warm-up Activity (15 min)
Activity: “What is a Right?”
Ask students to brainstorm what they think a "right" is.
Write answers on the board (freedom, food, water, education, etc.).

2. Introduction to Human Rights (15 min)
Mini-lecture or video (with English subtitles):
Explain the history of human rights and introduce the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights (UDHR).
Optional video:
UN Human Rights Video for Students (YouTube)
Discussion Questions:
e Why do we need human rights?
e Do you think everyone has the same rights?

3. Group Activity: Articles of the UDHR (25 min)
Instructions:
e Divide the class into small groups.
e Give each group 2-3 articles from the UDHR (simplified versions).
e They must read them, discuss what they mean, and present them to the class
using simple language.
Optional: Each group creates a small poster or drawing to represent their articles.

4. Roleplay: Human Rights in Action (30 min)
Scenarios:
Give students situations where human rights are being respected or violated. Example
scenarios:
e Agirlis denied education because of her gender.
o A refugee family needs a safe place to live.
® Ajournalist is arrested for speaking out.
Instructions:
® In pairs or small groups, students act out the scenarios.
e After each roleplay, discuss:
o  Which right was involved?
o Was it respected or violated?
o What could be done to improve the situation?
