●​ Monitor and support your child’s reading and writing at home allowing for 30 to 90 minutes each day 

outside of school. This supports and enhances learning at school. 
●​ Make sure that your child has a quiet place to complete homework and has support with the work. If your 

child needs help and does not have support at home, please contact a teacher for help. 
●​ Attend fall and spring conferences to learn about your child’s areas of strengths and areas that need 

support. Set up additional conferences with teachers as needed. 
●​ Reinforce the expectation that your child comes to school prepared, which means on time, and ready to 

learn, while respecting self and others. 

I am honored to serve as principal of Clallam Bay School.  This is my 8th year of principal and my 38th year as an 
educator at our school.  It is truly a privilege to be part of a community where parents, teachers, and students care for 
each other and strive to build positive relationships that support academic and social growth.
