-​ An  INFINITIVE  is the basic, unchanged form of the ___verb______.   

-​ In French, all infinitives end in the letters ___er__, _____ir___, or ___re__.  

-​ In French, when the verbs aimer (to like/love), adorer (to love/adore), and détester (to dislike/hate) or 

devoir (must, to have to) are followed by another verb, the second verb is in the infinitive form. 

 

Examples:  ​ Il aime rigoler.​ ​ ​ → ​ He likes to laugh. 

​ ​ ​ J’adore écouter la radio.​ →​ I love to listen to the radio. 

​ ​ ​ On déteste travailler.​ ​ →​ People hate to work. 

 

-​ In negative sentences, the ne…pas goes around the ___conjugated______ verb! 

Example:  Vous n’aimez pas travailler? ​→​ You don’t like to work?

NOUNS 

-​ All nouns in French are either __feminine_______ or ______masculine_______ 

-​ With the exception of nouns referring to people, you cannot look at a word and know its gender.  However, 

there are some patterns, which we will discuss in this unit.   

-​ In French, all nouns require an article before the noun (ex. « the » pizza, « a » pizza, « two » pizzas, 

« my» pizza... in French these would be : la pizza, une pizza, deux pizzas, ma pizza) 

-​ To say you like something in general, you will always use the « le, la, les or l’ » before the noun.  

-​ The articles that accompany nouns can indicate gender.  They are called gender markers. 

-​ “un” and “une” and “le” and “la” are gender markers.  Un and le = masculine, une and la = féminine

o​ ___une_____ = used before feminine nouns 

o​ ___des_____ = used before plural nouns 

▪​ To make a noun plural, remember to add an __s___ to the noun.  

●​ ex.) un ami --> des amis 

-​ Note:  the n of the indefinite article is pronounced (forms a liaison) when it comes before a noun that begins 

with a vowel 

 

-​ In a negative sentence (one with a ne...pas), un, une and des change to ___de__ or __d’___.  We will

-​ When you are talking about something in general (i.e. when you “like” something), you use the words for

IRREGULAR PLURAL NOUNS:  

-​ If a masculine noun or adjective ends in –al, to make it plural you change the –al to –__aux__ 

Example:​ un journal → des journaux 

​ ​ un animal → des animaux 

-​ Note:  If you have an adjective that ends in –al that you want to make feminine, follow the normal rules 

of making something feminine (add –e) or plural (add –s) 

Example:​ une ville internationale → des villes internationales

-​ REGULAR –er verbs  ALL  follow the same ___pattern_____ of conjugation: 

To conjugate a regular –ER verb: 

1.​ Find the ___stem____: drop the –__er__ ending 

         Example:  parler ​ → ​ drop  –er ​ → ​ parl- (stem) 

2.​ Add the __ending_:  There is a different ending for each subject 

Je​ ​ ___-e___​ ​ Nous ​ ​ ___-ons___ 

Tu​ ​ ___-es___​ ​ Vous​ ​ ____-ez___ 

Il /Elle/On ​ ___-e___​ ​ Ils /Elles​ ____-ent__ 

 

Note : The endings for je, tu, il /elle, and ils /elles are spelled differently; however, all pronounced the same

MAKING A VERB NEGATIVE :  

-​ If you want to say what someone does not do: Use the negative ne…pas 

-​ Ne will come __before_ the verb, pas will come ___after____ the verb.       

-​ Remember, ne will change to __n’___ if the verb starts with a vowel.  

o​ Example:  Je n’étudie pas.  →  I don’t study. 

 

Attention: 

-​ There is an elision when je or ne is followed by a verb that begins with a vowel or silent h 

Examples:  J’habite à Paris.​ ​ ​ Je n’habite pas à Lyon. 

​        J’aime les maths.​ ​ ​ Je n’aime pas les sciences. 

-​ There is a liaison with all plural subjects and a verb that begins with a vowel of silent h (the s on the 

pronoun is pronounced as a z) 

Examples:  nous étudions​ vous aimez​ ​ ils habitent

boot (je, tu, il/elle/on, and ils/elles) forms. 

-​ The spelling change that occurs is the “y” changes to an “____i___”  for the forms in the boot
