Be
sure to include direct quotations and page numbers for reference. Do your best to find the
similarities/differences between your readings, as well as any previous readings discussed in
class.

List AT LEAST two (2) things you learned from the readings and how and why you plan to
introduce these new concepts into your creative writing. If you include direct quotations from the
