EL IMPERFECTO

The imperfect is the other past tense along with the preterite. Generally speaking, we use the imperfect
for repeated actions in the past. There is no specific beginning or end. Throughout Unit 5 we will focus
on examples and usages of it. Not until Unit 6 will we compare the two verb tenses.
