Step 2: Select Current Students (at the top right)

Step 3: Select Hello!TCC and Log in with your TCC credentials

Step 4: Select More under Prepare to Register > Click Online Readiness Assessment
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Step 5: Complete all sections of the assessment

Step 6: Students must receive the minimum score requirements in all sections to pass OR wait

24 hours to retake the assessment

Step 7: If students pass, they will receive a “Passed” Status and can also “View Score Report”
