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l. Introduction: The Crisis of Categorization

For centuries, the indigenous spiritual systems of Africa have been subjected to "theological
reductionism"; the practice of mapping foreign structures onto African realities. The most
pervasive error is the direct equivalence of Olorun Olodumare with the Abrahamic "God"
(Yahweh/Allah).

This study argues that this is not merely a linguistic translation error but a structural erasure
that renders the Yoruba cosmological system "vacant" or "heathen," stripping it of its unique
functionality and power.

Il. Etymological and Ontological Foundations

1. The Linguistic Trap

e "God" (Germanic Origin): Derived from the Proto-Germanic gudan, historically linked
to a singular, authoritative, and often punitive monarchical entity. It assumes a Dualistic
universe: the Creator vs. the Created.

e Olodumare (Yoruba): Olo (owner/possessor) + Odu (the supreme, definitive, and
foundational vessel of creation) + Mare (the one who remains in the infinite expanse).

e The Difference: Olodumare is the Infinite Source/Field (Monism). In Yoruba thought,
the Creator is not separate from the creation; rather, the universe is a manifestation of
the Source's Ase (divine, activating energy).

2. The Functional Architecture

e Abrahamic Framework: Hierarchical, command-based, reliant on "Revealed Scripture.
The deity is the Lawgiver.

e Yoruba Framework: Ecological, decentralized, and experiential. The universe is a
marketplace (ayé lgja), and Olodumare is the ultimate judge/originator to whom all
existence returns. The Orishas are not "lesser gods"; they are functional vibrations of
the Source that manage the mechanics of existence.

lll. The Political Economy of Names
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Naming is the primary administrative and spiritual act of a nation.
e Identity Dissonance: To hold a name with colonial origins is to maintain a continuous,
subconscious tether to a history of subjugation.
e The Name as Frequency: In Yoruba thought, the name is an invocation. If the name is
"foreign," the vibration does not align with the Ori (one's personal destiny/inner head).
e Legal/Administrative Reclamation:
o The Loophole: Colonial legal systems (e.g., in Nigeria) are built on rigid
administrative procedures (Affidavit, Publication, NIN, Bank).
o The Strategy: Use these procedural "master tools" to excise the colonial identity.
By applying for a formal name change, the individual forces the institution to
recognize their sovereignty.

We demand
the immediate return of all abducted members of our community who have been taken
by the extremists currently besieging our land.

Our reclamation
of the divine is the foundation upon which we will build a just and peaceful society, free from the
violence that currently threatens our future.
