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off my kids, then | will have some time to attend a Torah class.” “When it works out
for me, then | will spend time learning with my kids.” D¥ - Then!!! That later date!
That is when | will learn. But that later date does not have a date. That later date is
always “later”. "Sham” will be the burial of that idea. The burial of your ability to grow.
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MON RY NNW - MWN NIORWYIY IR S8 Don't say, when | will free up time, | will learn- for
you may never have free time! (Avot 2, 4) The Chassidic masters put a twist on that.

At the end of your life, your greatest regret will be procrastination. The Chafetz
Chaim said it. “The greatest |IAwN, accounting, you are going to have to answer up
to G-d after your death, is, “Why did you live without a |1awn, without a plan.”
Procrastination is like a credit card: it's a lot of fun until you get the bill.

The D71V NININ 'DN, the wise gentiles, say that the greatest procrastination in the
world is web browsing and email checking. One study says that the average
American checks his phone 110- 221 times a day. | hope that | am not an average
American. | do not want it to be written on my grave that | spent so much of my life
checking emails or browsing the web. What a waste of a life, even waste of a
tombstone! DdNIQ7 NNN DY, Your biggest “grave”, your biggest value-time-killer, is
procrastination. Rabbi Shlomo Ibn Gebirol said it best: 12'NI I'RT TIA'N 7V ANIT DTN
071N DI'N I'N’ . DMLY 0DYN I'RT ('] - NAN] 72N) ,I'R’ TIA'N 7V INIT. Aman is
worried about the loss of his money, but he is not worried about the loss of his
days. His money does not help him, and his days won’t return!
