What is the Divine Nine (D9)? 

When Greek organizations first began to spread across college campuses in the early 19th century, they were 

white-dominated and barred people of color from joining. In response, groups of Black students came together to form 

the National Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC).  The National Pan-Hellenic Council, also known as “the Divine Nine,” is composed 

of nine Historically Black Greek letter organizations, united under the mission to advocate for racial justice.
