Were trying to show them that being a Christian is more than just 
getting a ticket into heaven, there is so much more, and one of those 
things is to know who we are in Christ, it changes our current life.  
 
In the ancient cultures to know ones name was in essence to know 
that person. There is something in that idea, even God when asked by 
Moses who he should say sent him, said “Tell them I AM has sent you”. 
When I read that, the name “I AM” I see it as an open ended 
statement, I am love, I am life, I am justice, I AM … God is to be our 
everything.

We are free to experience true life outside of the 
constraints, we put on ourselves because our perspective of other 
people thoughts about us.
