assessment for answers in lectures (survey) includes
the completeness of the answer, the presence of
arguments, examples from practice.

To assess the degree of completion of practical work,
students prepare written reports on practical work,
which are checked by the teacher.

The following forms of knowledge control are used
to diagnose the competencies of the student:

1. oral answer in lectures, the ability to briefly state
the key issues on the theoretical material covered is
taken into account;

2. written answer in lectures, the ability to briefly
state the key issues on the theoretical material
covered in writing is taken into account

3. written report on practical work, the assessment of
which takes into account the logical presentation, the
depth of the topic, the presence of illustrative
material.

The form of interim certification is test.
