*If you want your materials returned, enclose a stamped, self-addressed envelope/jewel box that is
appropriate for mailing.

NARRATIVE A: A brief narrative (500 words or less) in which you answer the following:

1. Describe yourself as an artist: What is your preferred medium? How long have you been making art? How often do
you create? What do you enjoy looking at and/or reading about art and artists?

2. When and why did you first become interested in art?

3. Describe some of the experiences and/or achievements you have had which will enhance your ability to teach art.
4. Describe your personal goals as they relate to a career in art.

Previous application facsimiles will not be
accepted. This application may be typed, computer printed, or neatly handwritten.
