Outstanding artists gather: Toronto Music Festival is star-studded

This year's Toronto Music Festival not only attracted a large number of audiences, but
also brought together a group of outstanding artists who will bring an audio-visual feast
to the audience. The following are some of the outstanding artists participating in this
music festival: Liang Erhei, a composer who enjoys a high reputation in the music world
for his unique musical style; Zhang Xiangyu, a talented North American Chinese
composer; Zhang Zhenguo, a first-class composer in China, a senior conductor, and the
winner of the "Golden Bell Award", the highest award in Chinese music; Han Li, a
pianist who is unique in piano performance and the chief examiner of the piano grade
examination; Gao Shuo, an outstanding conductor with superb skills and a master's
degree in conducting who is committed to youth music education; Cai Hongmei, the
head of the Tsinghua Alumni Art Troupe and chorus conductor, soprano; Zhao Yuan, a
conductor who has created many piano and vocal works, etc. Dr. Zhang Xiaoyan also
actively presented 6 original songs for this music festival, "Song of Maple Melody",
"Hundred Chinese Family Names", "Journey on the Tip of the Tongue", "The Light of
Mom's Parents", "Hometown under the Moonlight", and "Maple Love and Songs Along
the Way", which were composed by famous Toronto musicians and performed by the
Yangtze River Art Troupe, Tsinghua Alumni Chorus, Colorful Cultural Center, Tianshu
Art Troupe, Sonar Art Troupe and Maple Leaf Club Chorus at this music festival.

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Liang Erhei, a renowned composer, began his
studies at the Shanghai Conservatory of Music
in 1974 under professors Sang Tong and Chen
Mingzhi. In 1986, he pursued advanced studies
in the United States and earned a master's and
a doctoratein music from Louisiana State
University. During his time in the U.S., he
created and performed numerous
compositions. In 1991, he moved to Toronto
and is currently an associate composer at the
Canadian Music Centre, president of the
Chinese Artists Association of Toronto, among
other roles. His pralific body of work includes
pieces such as "Transformation of the Seagull,"
"Love Songs," and "Splendid China," with many
of his compositions performed at international
music festivals.

This year's festival will feature two new works,
"A Journey on the Tip of the Tongue" and
"Hundreds of Chinese Family Names",
performed by the Tsinghua Alumni Chorus and
the Yangtze River Chorus. Please enjoy!
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Zhang Xiangyu is a famous Chinese composer and poet in North America. He regards Beethoven as his idol and
Tchaikovsky as his role model, and is a lyricist, composer, orchestrator and conductor. He graduated from the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music and was a tuba player of the Shanghai Symphony Orchestra. After immigrating to North America,
he created many large-scale symphonic works, most of which were about opposing war and defending peace. His
Symphony No. 2, "2020", is collected by the Canadian Music Center. He also created widely sung choral songs and art
singles, and as a poet, he created more than 500 poems and won the first prize in the International Poetry Competition.
This concert will once again perform his original song "Song of Maple Rhythm", which has been sung many times in
North Americaand won the North American Spring Festival Gala Popularity Silver Award.
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Zhang Zhenguo, a music expert with outstanding contributions in China; enjoys special allowances
from the State Council of China; a first-class composer and conductor in China; winner of the
"Golden Bell Award", China's highest music award; chairman and artistic director of Canada's
"ViennaArts Center".

This music festival Founded the CanadianViennaArt Center on February 17, 2016, and composed and adapted 38
Presents an original  classic choral songs, including"Winter Love in Toronto", "Ode to Winter Plum Blossoms", "Maple
song "Health and Leaf Loves Jasmine", "The Past Is Hard to Change" and "Hanging Red" Classic works such as "Lamp"

Longevity forYou".  reflect the love of life and the spirit of hard work and entrepreneurship of the overseas Chinese in
Toronto. It has been running chorus training classes for more than eight years, and has trained more
than 1,000 people and participatedin nearly 100 performances of various sizes. In July 2019, he led
53 members of the group out of the country, at the Golden Hall in Vienna, Austria. Participated in
performances and competitions at the "3rd World Youth Arts Festival" and achieved good results.
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Ms. Helen Li Han holds a Bachelor's in Piano and a Master's in Music Education, Ms. Han has enjoyed a
diverse and impactful career in the music world. She served as a solo pianist with the Guangzhou and
W Wuhan Symphony Orchestras in China. Additionally, she has held positions as a piano teacher and as a
L"‘-, senior examiner for standard piano examinations in both Taiwan and the US. Her expertise was recognized
| as she was appointed to the judging panels for the International Music Competition and the Fifth National
General Exhibition of the China BOBA Art Festival.

In this concert, she will present two new compositions, "Hometown in the Moonlight" and "The Light of
Mom's Parents", which will be performed by Orth America Chinese Orchestar, Tianshu Art Troupe, Fengcai
Arts Association, Canada Sonar Performing Art and Golden Maple Leaf Senior Club.

In this concert, she will present two new pieces created with Dr. Zhang Xiaoyan, "Hometown in the
. Moonlight" and "Mom'’s Parental Light", performed by the North American Chinese Orchestra, Tianshu
= Art Troupe, Dongfengcai Multicultural Art Troupe, Sonar Art Center and Maple Leaf Club.
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Gao Shuo graduated from the University of South Carolina with a master's degree in conducting. Current and
past conductor groups include the Liyin Society Children’s Chorus, Yangtze River Art Troupe, Brampton Opera
House, Kitchener Opera House, Scarborough Choraliares, Toronto Overseas Chinese Music Association Chorus,
Toronto Multi-Hua Youth Choir, and Toronto Maple Leafs Little Swan Youth Choir, etc. In 2007 and 2008, Gao
Shuo invited the famous Chinese young violinist Li Chuanyun to perform his first Toronto solo concert in Canada.
In May of the same year, he invited the famous German Chinese tenor Zhang Yalin to perform a concert with the
Canadian National Opera Children's Chorus. Both events received enthusiastic responses from Toronto's Chinese §
audience, media, and music industry. Now, Gao Shuo and his husband Wang Li co-founded Liyin Club in Toronto,
which mainly teaches piano and children's choir, and is dedicated to music education for young people. Liyinshe
means "Plow=cultivation, Yin=music, She=collective". Students from Liyin Club have won many awards in various
regional and international piano competitions. Gao Shuo and her hushand hope that through the Liyin Club, a
music collective, more children will love music, and through continuous performances and competitions, they
can train children and explore their potential.

In this concert, the Yangtze River Choir will be conducted to perform Liang Erhei and Zhang Xiaoyan's original
piece “Huaxia Family Names".
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Graduated from Tsinghua University, Electronic Engineering, Ms. Cai worked in
high-tech fields in China, USA, and Singapore. She moved to Toronto in 1997 and
became a Senior Data and Business Analyst.

At 12, she joined the China National Radio Children‘s Choir. During her time at
Tsinghua University, she led the student choir and studied vocal music. After
graduation, she joined the Beijing Female Choir as a solo soprano and lead
singer. In Toronto, she volunteered as a board member of the Southern Ontario
Tsinghua Alumni Association, founded the Tsinghua Alumni Choir, and served as
head and conductor, leading the team in community services and performances.
She has performed solo renditions of both Chinese and Western classical and
folk songs at numerous concerts.

In this concert, she will conduct and premiere Liang Erhei and Dr. Zhang
Xiaoyan's original new work "Journey on the Tip of the Tongue". Please enjoy!
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Introduction: Sophia zhao graduated from the Music Department of Shenyang
Conservatory of Music in China. In 1998, he studied in Canada for postgraduate
studies. After immigrating to Canada, he has been engaged in piano and vocal
music. He has composed many piano works and vocal chorus songs such as "Ice
and Snow Melt" and "Song of Oriental Symbols". The "Senior Art Education”
professional choir was founded in 2021, providing the Toronto area with a good
platform to showcase and improve themselves. There have been nearly twenty
